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 A  M E S S A G E  F R O M  T H E  C H A I R M A N                        
 
 I have now completed three years as Chairman, and over that time I have had nothing but the 
utmost support form all the committee and all the helpers.  It is a privilege to be part of such a 
wonderful organisation, and I am proud and honoured to be the Chairman of a group of people 
that are friendly, helpful and committed to the cause, and who unstintingly give of their time to the 
support of the children and to the arts in particular.  We still have our annual quirks to deal with, 
but at no time do we let them become issues ï only challenges ï which we handle with a smile.  
This is down to lots of hard work by lots of willing people - hard graft but great fun ï and I thank 
you all for your support. 
 
 The four days of the last yearôs Festival were yet again capped by a wonderfully varied, but 
extremely talented Finalé.  At the same time, however, it was tinged with a certain amount of 
sadness as a result of Sarah Roacheôs untimely death.  It was therefore wonderful to see both Bill 
Roache and his daughter Verity attend the Finalé in such sad circumstances.  It showed the 
fortitude of them both.  In his own style, Bill paid his own compliment to the whole team of 
organisers for not just the Finalé, but to the way the four days seem to run so smoothly ï to which 
I add my own thanks. 
 
 We also had another important guest at the Finalé ï Kathy Stott ï the international pianist ï 
who, as a board member, was representing the Hallé Orchestra. As you are all aware we have 
entered into a partnership with the Hall® to help promote music within the community.  The Hall®ôs 
vision of encouraging performance and showcasing and nurturing talent is shared by the Festival, 
and we know that this partnership will complement the Hall®ôs Education Programme of promoting 
the enjoyment and understanding of music in all sectors of the community.  This partnership 
continues into 2010 with the certainty of a óMasterclassô following the Festival, sponsored by the 
Festival, facilitated by the Hallé, with individual coaching in the morning and group classes in the 
afternoon. 
  
 However, this past year has not been without its challenges.  We are all only too well aware of 
the current world economic climate.  As a result it becomes more and more of a challenge to find 
sponsors to support us.  However, where some of our sponsors have cut back in their 
commitment, others have stepped up to the plate and surpassed their contributions for last year.  I 
give my great thanks to Mark Jones of The Emerson Group who has now taken on the óprintingô 
commitment.  Mark and the Jones family are major sponsors (and Friends) of our Festival, and 
this extra commitment has come at just the right time for us.  Printing is one of the most significant 
costs incurred by a Festival, so to have the óEmerson familyô commit to this for the foreseeable 
future as one of their many contributions to the local community, is very, very welcome.   
 
   With the name of the Hallé Orchestra as a major partner, I have spent some time in the local 
state schools promoting the Festival.  As a result we already have commitment from local state 
schools to enter more performers this year, along with a bigger commitment from the local private 
schools especially in the speech and drama arena.  I still have some meetings to attend at other 
state schools, but it is looking bright for the future of our Festival, and our commitment to ómusic 
for allô. 
 

 Finally, a little reminder!!  I know we have yet to have the May 2010 Festival, but just 
remember that 2011 is the 100

th
 anniversary of an óAlderley Edge Festival Societyô and we are 

looking forward to doing something special to celebrate this wonderful event. We have come a 
long way since 1911, a journey originally taken by a few, for the many who love the arts. Long 
may we continue on that journey, with the belief that the youth of today, like their predecessors, 
still have something to offer.  If we can nurture a small element of the talent that is evidently out 
there, then our journey has been well worth while.  To all of you - committee, performers, and 
other volunteers - I again thank you for helping us along our way.

MUSIC 
 

MALCOLM GREEN was educated at the Royal Academy of Music, where he gained a first class degree and 
the prize for best student on the course.  He has played in the English National Opera and Ulster orchestras and 
given recitals in the Purcell Room and at the Harrogate Festival.  Malcolm was appointed Head of Woodwind at 
Bedford School in 1986 and has also taught at the Royal Academy of Music and Anglia University.  He is in 
demand as a player, and has recently performed the Finzi Concerto with the Milton Keynes Sinfonia as well as 
the Brahms Quintet at the Ouse Valley Festival. He has been the principal clarinet in the Bedford Sinfonia for 
over twenty years.  Malcolm is an adjudicator member of the British and International Federation of Festivals 
and adjudicates throughout the country. 
 
JOHN GOUGH is Tutor in Piano at the Royal Northern College of Music, where he previously studied with 
Marjorie Clementi and Gordon Geene and won several scholarships and many prizes.  His performance career 
has included many international engagements.  He frequently broadcasts on Radio 3 and has recorded for 
Radio 2, Classic FM, the World Service and for television.  He has appeared as soloist with the Royal Liverpool 
Philharmonic, Northern Chamber, Royal Philharmonic óPopsô orchestras and the Halle Wind soloists. 
 
CORAL GOULD first qualified as a teacher at Birmingham College of Education, where she specialised in 
Music, Speech and Drama before continuing her studies and gaining diplomas in school music, piano and 
singing.  She has taught music to all age groups in both state and independent schools and was a member of 
the vocal staff of the Birmingham Junior Conservatoire from 1999 to 2007. Her professional performing career 
included soprano solo work and piano accompaniment. Coral has produced and directed over fifty musical 
theatre productions and is conductor of the Coral Gould Singers.  An examiner, an adjudicator member of the 
British and International Federation of Festivals, Coral is now Chairman elect of the Association of Teachers of 
Singing. 
 
PENNY STIRLING trained at the Royal College of Music in London. She ran the string department at Wells 
Cathedral School and was Head of the Instrumental Music Service for Wiltshire before moving to Manchester, 
where she became director of the internationally renowned Junior Strings Project.  In 2004 she moved to north 
Yorkshire and became director of Yorkshire Young Musicians, a new DCSF Music and Dance Scheme for 
highly talented children in the Yorkshire and Humber area. Her busy teaching career is combined with 
mentoring teachers in their own professional development, including County Music Service Professional 
Development Days, Course Leader for the CTABRSM in Manchester, Hong Kong and Indonesia, the Yehudi 
Menuhin Foundation teachers in Bermuda, and ESTA teachers in Scandinavia and the Far East.  She founded 
the chamber music course óYoung String Ventureô at the Lake District Summer Music and was Course Director 
for Pro Corda North.  Penny is a member of the DCSF Expert Panel for the Music and Dance Scheme and 
adjudicates for many festivals at home and abroad. 
 
ALISON MARY SUTTON trained at the Guildhall School of Music and Drama gaining honours in both graduate 
and recital diplomas and winning many prizes.  She has extensive experience as a singer appearing in most 
London concert halls, in festivals and in broadcasting on BBC radio. She has performed many operatic roles 
with a broad range of companies touring in the UK, Europe and the USA.  Alison is increasingly busy as a 
teacher and adjudicator and has also examined for the Guildhall School of Music and Drama.  She is a choral 
workshop tutor and has worked with many choirs in the south-west and also with the BBC Symphony Chorus. 
Her adjudicating engagements include Leith Hill and Sligo International Choral Festival.  A very busy person, 
Alison has been the external specialist assessor on the final recitals panel at Birmingham Conservatoire for 
three years and has tutored at Hereford International Summer School and Benslow Music Trust. 
 

SPEECH 
 

DAVID BIDDLE has played in numerous theatre and musical theatre roles including Benedick in Much Ado 
About Nothing and Fagin in Oliver. He has appeared regularly on television in Juliet Bravo, Gangster and Great 
Expectation among others; for him, the highlight being several appearances on the original Basil Brush Show.  
He enjoys scripting and compering concerts of all shapes and sizes! At present he divides his time between 
teaching and examining for the London Academy of Music and Dramatic Art both in this country and abroad. He 
also adjudicates for Festivals, which he finds both enjoyable and rewarding. 
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JUDY DRAKE trained in drama and singing at the Royal Manchester College of Music, now the Royal Northern 
College of Music. She is a highly experienced teacher of speech and drama to pupils from the age of 4 to 18 
years and has delighted in directing many successful dramatic and operatic productions. A strong believer in the 
Festival Movement, Judy has been actively involved in and committed to a variety of roles in festivals over many 
years. 
 
STEPHEN OWEN trained as a teacher of Drama, Speech and Movement at Trinity and All Saints College, 
University of Leeds.  After qualifying, he studied with Elinor Rutherford and gained specialist diplomas in 
teaching and performance of Speech and Drama Studies.  In addition to teaching up to Fellowship level he 
became an examiner for the English Speaking Board and Poetry Society and enjoyed adjudicating at festivals 
throughout the country.  In 1985 Stephen was promoted to the headship of a primary school in Derbyshire and 
became an Inspector of Religious Education for the Roman Catholic Diocese of Hallam.  Since retiring from 
school, he has become an examiner for the London Academy of Music and Dramatic Art, is a Council Member 
of the Society of Teachers of Speech and Drama and has resumed his work as an Adjudicator Member of the 
British and International Federation of Festivals. 
 
JANET TUCKETT trained at the Barbara Macrae Studio in Bristol and is a highly experienced teacher of 
Speech and Drama who currently teaches at Badminton School in Bristol and in private practice. She became 
an Associate of the Guild of Drama Adjudicators in 2004 and also an examiner and Registrar for Vanguard 
Examinations in all aspects of Speech and Drama.  In past years she has run a Youth Theatre Group, which 
won awards at the Bristol and Avon One-Act Festivals.  Janet is a keen supporter of the festival movement, 
having taken part herself when 4 years old and adjudicated since 1976 at festivals throughout the UK and in 
Hong Kong. She is currently a member of a Group Speaking Team, which performs at festivals and gives 
recitals. 
 
LUCY ATKINSON gained a first class BA honours in Drama, Film & Television with English Literature from 
Leeds University. She went to work as a professional actress, cutting her teeth in variety as a Butlinôs Redcoat, 
singer and performing everything from Childrenôs Theatre in school halls to serious drama in repertory theatre. 
Currently Lucy works as a Performing Arts tutor at the Beacon Award winning department in Pendleton College 
(part of Salford City College). As well as teaching, Lucy also runs and directs the Pendleton Shakespeare 
Company, who to date have produced three of Shakespeareôs classics and will tackling óA Midsummer Nightôs 
Dreamô. 

 
ACCOMPANISTS 

 
CATHERINE HALL SMITH is a free-lance musician living in the Peak District. She studied piano at the 
Birmingham Conservatoire with Frank Wilbaut and later, as a postgraduate accompaniment student at the Royal 
Northern College of Music, studied with David Lloyd.  Whilst at the RNCM she was awarded the John Ireland 
Prize and the Dora Gibson Scholarship for accom 
panists. She has performed for the BBC television and radio and plays regularly round the country for the 
Council of Music in Hospitals and for the Royal Northern Ballet Theatre.  As well as teaching piano at Bolton 
School she is regularly in demand as a festival accompanist. 
 
KATHLEEN HESFORD started to play the piano at the age of four. She was accepted into the Junior 
Department of the Royal Manchester College of Music at the age of ten where she studied piano and flute. 
Kathleen continued her studies at the RNCM and, after graduating, she chose to specialise in accompaniment 
studying with John Wilson and David Lloyd. Kathleen was the accompanist with the Manchester Boysô Choir, a 
post she held for 20 years. She travelled extensively with them, performing in Canada, Russia, Australia, USA 
and many European cities. Kathleen accompanies the Canzonetta Childrenôs Choirs in Manchester and the 
Kinder Choir in the High Peak. She works freelance in the Manchester area, working with several local choirs 
and teaching piano privately. 
 
STEWART DEATH began his formal musical training at City University in 1984 studying piano with Alan Schiller 
at the Guildhall School of Music and Drama. After graduating, he entered the Royal Northern College of Music 
to study piano accompaniment with David Lloyd gaining the prestigious Professional Performers Diploma. Since 
leaving college he has toured throughout Europe with Concordia Opera Trio and has been heard as an 
accompanist on Classic FM, BBC Radio and Independent Television. He has worked as an accompanist for 
Welsh National Opera and has recorded with many artistes including Stephen Mead, Roger Webster, Simone

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REGULATIONS 
ENTRY: 

1 All entries must be sent to reach the Music/Speech and Drama Co-ordinators (see Page 10, for 
addresses), not later than THURSDAY 25

th
 FEBRUARY 2010, either on-line or by post 

accompanied by the Entrance Fee, with cheques payable to the Alderley Edge Festival. Early 
entry would be appreciated. Late entries will not be accepted. 

2 ENTRANTS MAY ONLY COMPETE IN THE CORRECT CLASS FOR THEIR AGE OR 
GRADE, as printed in this syllabus. National Curriculum year groups will apply where stated. 
See Table on Page 8. 

3 No person may enter more than once on the same instrument in the same Class, unless 
otherwise stated (see Rule 9). 

4 In all instrumental classes there is now the opportunity to play GRADED examination pieces.  
Details of the Examination Board, the grade, piece and composer MUST be supplied with each 
entry. Copies will be required for the adjudicator; entrants must use their examination book. 
Please note that no-one may enter more than one class on the same instrument. 

5 In "Own Choice" Classes the name of the piece selected must be stated on the Entry Form, 
and no subsequent change from this choice will be permitted.  A full score of the piece 
selected must be provided for the use of the Adjudicator at the time of the Competition.  In Own 
Choice Classes where the services of the official accompanist are required a further printed 
version of the music in a manageable and playable condition must be sent to the 
Competitors' Secretary with the Entry Form. Please read relevant notes in appendix. The 
Official Accompanists reserve the right to refuse to play from unsatisfactory, 
unmanageable copies. In Speech and Drama "Own Choice" Classes the Adjudicator's Copy 
must be sent to the Competitors' Secretary with the Entry Form. 

6 In "Own Choice" Classes, entrants may not offer the same piece in more than one class. No 
entrant may submit the same piece in two consecutive years.  The Adjudicator will take 
into consideration the appropriateness of the piece chosen. 

7 An OFFICIAL ACCOMPANIST will be provided, but will not be available for choir classes or 
choral and recorder groups. However, competitors in all relevant classes may use their own 
accompanist if they wish to do so, and should indicate this on the Entry Form. This option may 
not be altered after the close of entries and, unfortunately, no concessions in respect of the 
Festivalôs scheduling can be made to accommodate own accompanists.  

8 In Recorder Groups, all Choirs, Orchestra and Band Classes, numbers must be stated on the 
Entry Form. 

9 In all duet classes a second entry is allowed providing the entrant has a different partner and 
plays/sings/speaks/performs a different piece. No pair may enter more than one duet class 
within one instrumental discipline. 

10 The Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry without giving any reason. 

 

ORDER OF PERFORMANCE: 

11 The Committee reserves the right to limit the entries in any Class where, in their opinion, the 
maximum number which can be adequately dealt with has been reached.  In some instances 
large classes will be divided, heats will be arranged if necessary. 

12 The order of performance in each class will be determined by ballot, but the Committee 
reserves the power to vary that order where they deem it necessary. 

 

PROFESSIONALS: 

13 Professionals are not eligible to compete in this Festival, except where specified.   
N.B. For the purpose of this Festival, professionals are defined as those who derive the bulk of 
their income from payment for work in that branch of the art with which the competition is 
concerned.  This also applies to "Open" Classes. 

14 Orchestras may include professionals - not exceeding one to every ten amateur players. 

 

TIMING: 

15 Time Limits given must be adhered to and, at the adjudicatorôs discretion, performers may be 
penalised if they over-run. Those who do over-run may forfeit their chance to win their class. 

16 At the end of a class, if time allows, performers may be invited to take part in a short workshop. 

17 Entrants who arrive after the time when the adjudication of their class has begun can only 
compete at the discretion of the adjudicator. 
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ADJUDICATIONS: 

18. Adjudicators' decisions are final, and speaking or writing notes to the adjudicators is not 
permitted.  Communications for the adjudicator must be made through a Festival Official.  
Protests will be considered if submitted in writing to the Committee and thereafter the 
Committee's decision is final. 

19. Any Competitor may obtain, free of charge, a copy of the Adjudicator's notes upon his or her 
performance by personal application during the Festival, or afterwards by postal application to 
the respective Co-ordinators, quoting Class and Number and enclosing a stamped addressed 
envelope. 

20. The Committee reserves the right to appoint additional Adjudicators and to alter, modify or 
cancel any of the arrangements detailed in the Syllabus as it may be deemed necessary. 

 

TICKETS: 

21. All entrants will receive a ticket admitting them to the platform during their performance only 
and seating will be provided wherever possible.  Entrants invited to perform in the Finale will 
receive a complimentary ticket in addition to their own on request. 

 

CERTIFICATES AND TROPHIES:  

22. Certificates will be presented to Performers gaining first, second and, unless there is a low 
entry, third places. Trophies and certificates may be withheld in any Class where in the opinion 
of the Adjudicator a sufficiently high standard of performance is not attained.  In the case of 
Ensemble classes, one Certificate only will be awarded for each qualifying performance. 

23. Winners of trophies are held responsible for the safe custody and return of trophies gained in 
2009 by January 31

st
 2010 (please refer to details in trophy boxes). The Committee requests 

that trophies are engraved and returned on time, cleaned and wrapped in cling film. (Please 
return to Rainbow Balloons in Alderley Edge or Mark Rogers, Grove Street, Wilmslow.) 

 

COPYRIGHT: 

24. This Festival and all Entrants are bound by Copyright Law. Photography, oral or video 
recordings are all absolutely forbidden during performances and adjudications. If 
cameras/recorders are used, performances will be stopped. See the notes on - óCopyright, 
Photocopying & Downloadingô contained within this syllabus. 

25. Performances using music from shows in current production are subject to copyright law. 
Songs from shows in current production may be sung as a concert item, ie, without costume or 
movement without need for copyright permission. Where movement or costume is included in a 
performance copyright permission is required and the Festival Committee accepts such entries 
on the basis that appropriate permission has been sought.  See notes on Page 12. 

26. Mobile telephones MUST BE TURNED OFF in concert halls/rooms and may not be used 
for photography.

RECORDINGS WILL BE TAKEN 

 

COSTUME IN SPEECH AND DRAMA CLASSES: 

27. In Young Thespian, Duologue, All Drama and the Shakespeare Classes no special costumes 
are allowed except for plain practice skirts/trousers, suitable footwear for period pieces 
and small items such as hats, gloves, shawl or hand props. Adjudicators will focus on 
the pieces rather than on costume and props. Over emphasis on these items will be 
penalised. 

 

MISCELLANEOUS: 

28. If any regulation of the Festival is not adhered to then, at the discretion of the committee or its 
appointee, entrants may be allowed to perform but not to win the class. The decision of the 
Committee in all matters arising out of or not specially provided for in these Regulations is final. 

 

29. TEACHERS ARE ASKED TO ENSURE THAT ALL ENTRANTS ARE MADE AWARE OF

The safety of children and members of other vulnerable groups is paramount and all, without 

exception, have the right to protection from abuse.  All suspicions and allegations of abuse will be 

taken seriously and responded to swiftly and appropriately.  The charityôs trustees, staff and 

volunteers have a responsibility to report concerns.  
 

Throughout this Policy, where ñchildrenò are mentioned, this also includes members of vulnerable groups. 

 

 

1.    PURPOSE AND FUNCTION OF THE ORGANISATION : 
The objects of the Festival are educational and non-profit making and are set in place to ensure the holding 

of an annual Festival and any other events of an educational nature complementary to the Festival. The 

Festival provides a platform for amateur performances with an educational element provided by 

professional adjudicators. 

 

2.     THE FESTIVAL ENVIRONMENT:  
The organisers and Stewards at the Festival work to provide a caring environment with the highest possible 

protection for children & vulnerable groups by creating a partnership which seeks to ensure the highest 

standard of care on festival days. Parents, carers and guardians along with teachers form an integral part of 

that partnership. For the duration of the Festival parents, carers and guardians are responsible for the 

continuous care and supervision of their own children. If parents, carers, guardians and teachers are unable 

to attend personally this Policy is sent to make it clear that they must delegate their responsibilities to an 

identified adult and ensure that their children/pupils are aware of the identity and name of the person 

responsible for their care. As there are separate venues at the Festival, parents, carers, guardians and 

teachers must ensure that they are satisfied their children/pupils will be supervised between venues. 

 

3.     TO WHOM DOES THIS POLICY APPLY?:  
This policy relates to children under the age of 18 years and members of vulnerable groups of any age who 

are identified to the organisers prior to their arrival at the Festival. This should be done by contacting the 

address or telephone number at the foot of this document. In recognising the needs of children from all 

ethnic groups and children who are disabled, the Festival actively seeks to meet needs notified to the 

Festival by parents/ guardians/ carers and/or teachers. 
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4.     FESTIVAL PERSONNEL: 
All Festival personnel are volunteers. During the duration of the Festival all volunteers will wear a badge 

identifying their roles. All Stewards are known to the committee and their names, addresses and details of 

their referees are recorded. All Stewards have a job description for the position they occupy, each position 

is reviewed to establish whether the holder is required to undergo an enhanced disclosure from the Criminal 

Records Bureau. All Stewards are briefed prior to the commencement of their duties, which are assigned on 

a skills basis, they sign in and out each day. All are issued with a copy of the policy, which they fully 

support. Parents, carers, guardians and teachers are asked to report incidents of any nature to a committee 

member or steward; these will be recorded in a bound book, which will be monitored by a designated 

person. All incidents will be taken seriously and dealt with sympathetically. A quiet area in the Committee 

Room in the Festival Hall has been identified where concerns may be expressed. 

 

5.    PREPARATION FOR ATTENDANCE AT THE FESTIVAL:  
This Policy will be included in the Festival Syllabus. Each contestant entry form will display a reminder to 

parents, teachers, carers and guardians of the existence of the Festival Child Protection Policy.  

 

When programmes are sent out with details of dates and times of performance, a copy of this Policy will be 

supplied for each entrant, unless they enter via their school or a private teacher, when one copy only will be 

sent to the school or private teacher, as teachers will be responsible for supervision on the day. 

 

6.    PERFORMANCE AREAS AND CHANGING AREAS:  
There are no changing rooms provided by the Festival at any of the venues. The Festival does not supervise 

practice rooms or any public areas, which include refreshment areas and toilet facilities. 

 

7.    PHOTOGRAPHS, VIDEO/DIGITAL RECORDING AND PRESS PHOTOGRAPHY:  
There is no photography, video/digital or audio recording allowed at any venue during the Festival. Signs 

to this effect are displayed at all venues, conditions will be printed on all tickets and stewards will make 

announcements prior to the commencement of all classes and recitals. 

On Finalé night an official photographer will be in attendance and the photographs taken passed to the local 

media. Where parents do not wish photos to be taken, then the responsible adults attending should ensure 

that children are not included in press photos 

 

8.    THE LEGISLATION AND GUIDANCE THAT SUPPORTS THIS POLICY:  
The Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 1974; The Children Act 1989; The Police Act 1997; The Data 

Protection Act 1998; The Human Rights Act 1998; The Protection of Children Act 1999; The Criminal 

Justice and Court Services Act 2000; The Children Act 2004; The Vulnerable Groups Act 2006. 

 

9.    POLICY REVIEW:  
The organisers will constantly review their policy revising and enhancing it as necessary. In doing this they 

will look to The British & International Federation of Festivals for support, and that body in return, will 

look to other agencies for good practice, most notably the NSPCC and Arts Council of England for policy 

guidelines.

5. A Programme will be posted if the cost shown on the entry form is included in the total.

required for each class entered though all entries for each class should be listed together.
